and potential) to his/her school and neighborhood communities.

» One short essay (approximately 500 words in length) that
discusses the applicant’s aspirations and how union values have
influenced his/her life choices.

» College Acceptance Letter(s)

» Additional, optional, supporting materials.
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Note: Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.

Deadline

The deadline for all completed applications is April 5, 2019 (as
postmarked). Applicants are responsible for assembling all application
materials. Submit all materials (including copies of high-school transcript
and letters of recommendation) by regular mail.

Applicants will receive timely acknowledgment of their submitted
application and award.

Scholarship winners will be notified by May 6, 2019. The seven academic
scholarship winners and the three special scholarship winners will be
invited to attend a scholarship dinner, in their honor, hosted by

Local 825 in June 2019.
